The videos were based on anonymized testimonies, which were transformed into scripts, developed 
into storyboards, and then turned into black-and-white illustrations. These illustrations were later ani-
mated in Parallax 2.5D Animation style.

To streamline production and reduce costs, the characters were designed in a specific style, 
particularly in the style of their limbs and necks, to make the animation process more efficient.
